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A brand new treatment for a really irresistible skin.

Professor Giuseppe Sito, aesthetic surgeon, explains.
Jet Peel: Brand new for the year 2007!

It's called Jet Peel and it uses an innovative technique for face skin rejuvenation. The base principle has been taken from the aviation world, which uses “supersonic flows” delivered through ad-hoc nozzles.
But let’s hear what professor Giuseppe Sito, aesthetic surgeon, has to say: "In Jet Peel, two-phase oxygen and saline solution mixture is released at supersonic speed, through a special hand piece with three openings that enable the “micro-droplets” release. The micro-droplets are delivered at a speed of 200 m/second using pressure from a compressor."

How is the “peeling” effect achieved? Prof. Sito explains: "The micro-droplets and the skin interaction cause the outer skin layers exfoliation, which in turn causes a perfect peeling effect. Besides, because of the pressure applied by the droplets on the skin surface, the skin bends concavely; as a result it stretches out and the underlying micro channels widen. All this in turn brings about the development of new channels, allowing access to the deepest skin’s layers. Consequently, other substances besides the saline solution and the oxygen, can be delivered for more comprehensive and complex treatments."
A REALLY EFFECTIVE ACTION 
Giuseppe Sito explains: "When the pressure decreases, the skin returns to it original status thanks to its elastic properties. The channels close, and the delivered substances remain “trapped” inside. The penetration depth depends upon the distance of the hand piece from the skin.”

In the treated area a temporary ischemia occurs.

The absence of bleeding, the possibility to control treatment dept, and the use of a saline solution and oxygen result in a quick healing after a Jet Peel session. 

Can this treatment be performed in an outpatients’ clinic? "Yes, of course – answers Giuseppe Sito – it is indeed a completely painless clinic treatment, which can require one or more sessions at different intervals depending on the problem to be solved and the patient’s expectations and requirements." 

In what cases is Jet Peel recommended? Here is a summary of the main indications: 

1 – Skin rejuvenation by a surface/medium/deep peeling
2 - Wrinkles 

3 – Scars, including post-acne scars 

4 – Actinic / age dyschromia
5 - Keratosis 

6 –Transdermal penetration of substances as vitamins and supplements.
7 – Skin moisturizing / oxygenation.
